CHERUB
RESTORATION
COMPLETED

Termites have been a constant
problem for the church. Several
years ago it was determined that
termites had gained access to the
Cherub heads carved on the high raised pulpit to the left (west)
of the altar. They had eaten through almost the entire head of
each Cherub. During the months of June and July a highly
skilled restoration expert worked on the restoration. The expert
stated that almost the entire core of the Cherub heads had been
destroyed by the termites when the damage was surveyed.
Only the facial surface had survived. The restoration expert
filled the core of the Cherub heads with a type of epoxy that has
restored the heads to stability. Notice, if not already, that the
entire pulpit has been+stained and looks brand new.

An interesting footnote: Frank Proudfoot who carved the
heads, grandfather of Mrs. Murray Long (Sylvia Pacetti), used
Maude Harris as the model for the Cherub heads. [1]
